Animal environmental hygiene is a comprehensive discipline by the
integration of the environmental sciences and animal husbandry. It is one of
the professional basic course for animal science and veterinary medicine.
Animal environmental hygiene is animal environmental science branch. The
main content of animal environmental hygiene is the basic theory of the
impact and interaction between animals and environmental factors, and
measures to utilize, to protect, to improve and to control environment in
accordance with above theory. The measures aim to improve livestock farms
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and barns environment. The purpose of animal environmental hygiene is to
create a good life and production environmental conditions for the animals.
Good environmental conditions would help to improve maintaining animal
health, increasing productivity, giving full play to the advantage of the value
of animals. Good environmental conditions would also reduce costs and
improve economic efficiency of livestock production. The environment
concept in animal environmental hygiene is mainly external environment of
animals, especially the barn environment (air, water, soil, biological and
ranch buildings and facilities, equipment, management conditions, etc.) and
inside and outside environment of ranch. Through the course, not only to
enable students to understand and master the basic concepts and theories of
animal environmental hygiene, but also to enable students to realize and
understand the creating, managing and controlling the environment of
animals are not only the basis of running efficiency, but also the foundation

of the prevention and control for animal disease.
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
