Environmental chemistry focuses on the presence, chemical properties,

behaviours and effects of the environmental pollutants in different earth sphere and its
chemistry principal and methods. It’s one of the major basic courses for the students
majored resources and environmental science. The course includes some basic
concepts of environmental chemistry, studying on speciation, migration,
transformation and fate of the chemical pollutants in atmosphere, hydrosphere, soil -

lithosphere and biosphere theory and methods of chemistry. One of the aims of the




course is to understand the chemical mechanism of the main environmental problem
(pollutants of the atmosphere, water and soil), migration and the transition pathway of
harmful chemicals in the earth sphere, and understanding its chemical nature. Another
aim is to develop abilities of analyzing environmental problems systematically, getting
some knowledge of frontier research of the area related after understanding the basic
concept and theory of the environmental chemistry. The students will get the ability of
