Another aim is to
develop abilities of analyzing environmental problems systematically, getting some
knowledge of frontier research of the area related after understanding the basic
concept and theory of the environmental chemistry. The students will get the ability of
analyzing the actual environmental issues by using the theory of environmental
chemistry, and set up the environmental protecting awareness of promoting and
sustaining harmonious and sustainable development of human activities sphere and
