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Landscape Planning and Design (3) is a subject elective course. Though involving in a
landscape planning and design project process, students will get practice
opportunities to develop their collaborative working approaches in Landscape
Architecture projects independently. The course project will focus on large-scale (>10
Ha) landscape architecture projects. In the course process, students will explore a
comprehensive approach of ecology, culture, society, aesthetic and economic
development, aiming to solve site problems. Theory studies, project overview, site
investigation, analysis and evaluation, spatial layout, landscape design for key zones,
and cost budget are included in the course work. In the process of planning part,




background analysis, existing situation analysis and evaluation are group work, while
decision-making and the following design part will be completed individually. Course
objectives include: developing collaboration skills; learning and applying analytical
approaches to design and planning decision-making; strengthening individual
problem-solving and project development skills; improving design skills and computer
skill; and improve group work abilities.
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
