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Floriculture is a major course for undergraduate students of landscape
architecture, which is also an important elective course for undergraduates of
Horticulture, Biological Science, Traditional Chinese Medicine, Architecture and

Industrial Design.




The course is divided into three parts, fundamental knowledge of floriculture,
flower varieties and flowers application. At the part of fundamental knowledge of
floriculture, definition and classification of flower, the effects of environmental factors
on the growth and development of flower, facilities and equipments of flower
cultivation, the methods of flower propagation and cultivation, are introduced.
Varieties of flower are concentrated on Annual and Biennial flowers, Perennial
flowers, Indoor foliage plants, Cactus and succulents, Orchids, Aquatic flowers and
Woody flowers. At the part of application of flower, the faculty will present the
knowledge of indoor and outdoor flower application and the art of flower
arrangements.

After the training of Floriculture, students can learn and master basic knowledge
and practical skill about flower -classification, identification, growth habit,
propagation, cultivation and application, differentiate more than 120 species garden
flowers. This will establish good basis for these undergraduates to devote themselves

in the fields of flower cultivation, research and application in the future.
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
