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The course is the main course of full-time undergraduate students of Landscape
Architecture. With Floriculture and Landscape dendrology, these three courses made
up the plate of landscape plants.

The main contents include the implications, classifications and functions of
turfgrass and ground cover pants; morphological characteristics, classifications and
quality evaluation methods of warm-season and cool-season turfgrasses; build-up and
maintenance method of turf; classification, cultivation and management of ground
cover plants; annual, biennial, perennial ornamental ground cover plants, foliage,
aromatic and aquatic ground cover plants; landscape applications of turfgrass and
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ground cover plants, slope forestation and sports turf. Combined with practice
teaching, classroom discussion and course paper, undergraduate students will learn
identification ~ methods, ecological habits, propagation methods and
ornamental features of at least seven common turfgrasses and more than one hundred
important ground cover plants. Students will grasp fundamental theories and skills for
production, planting, maintenance, design and special application of tufgrasses and
ground cover plants. All these will provide specialized knowledge for landscaping
practice and related research.
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
